 Through consultation with the British Columbia 
Conservation Foundation and local Bear Aware program 
coordinators the District has recently taken steps to reduce 
the likelihood of human bear conflicts.  In 2010 the District 
purchased several bear proof disposal containers to replace 
the existing refuse containers in the municipal campsite on 
Horse Lake Road.  The campsite was identified as an area of 
likelihood for conflict by the Bear Aware representatives.  
Plans for more bear proof containers are in the works for this 
year and years to come.
